Advanced Tips to Make Your Poster Better
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Look at your poster; is your text really easy to read?  When there is a picture or design in the background the words can seem less important than the background.  In many graphics programs you can fade the background a bit and that makes the text stand out more.  On this site, you cannot fade the background directly – but you can do it if you follow these steps.
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1) Click on Clipart and choose the white square.
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2) Resize the square so it’s the same size as your Fancy Text (headline).

3) Drag the white rectangle up over your headline – it will hide your headline.
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4) Look in the toolbox on the right of your screen and click Send to back.

5) Now, look at the bottom of the toolbox and find the Faded/Visible slider, move it toward faded until you get the effect you want. 
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6) Now your headline should be more visible.
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7) The tip can help with your regular text.  Notice how difficult this is to read.


8) This is much easier to read.
